VIRTUS COMPLIANCY — IMPORTANT
The USCCB (United States Conference of Catholic Bishops)
will be doing on-site audits at parishes in the Diocese of Cleve-
land. It is imperative that prior to working with children -
coaches, scout leaders and helpers, St. Mark Staff, catechists &
teachers (PSR and DAY school), parent volunteers, etc. - are
Virtus compliant. This means that one must be:

e Virtus trained (see below)

e Current with reading on-line bulletins

e Read and signed off on Policy for Protecting Children Revised
2016 (turn into Parish Office)

e Read and signed off on Standards of Conduct Revised 2016
(turn into Parish Office)

e New registrations for volunteers must complete a Background
Check through OBCI & I at a fingerprint location (Warren
Village BMV must have cash or check) and have report
submitted to the Church Office attention Fr. Adam Zajac.
Current volunteers with a BCI report that is 5 years or older
must now renew Background check through Virtus.org un-
der tab “Toolbox” and go to Selection.com. Must have a
credit card to complete this process.

e Filled out a St. Mark Volunteer Application (turn into Parish
Office)

All of the above-mentioned requirements are mandatory. (You
can check your compliancy by going to “Virtus.org”, signing in,
and clicking on the green ‘Training’ tab.) If you are not sure of
your compliancy, call Cheryl Birchfield at the Parish Office
(216-226-7577) and your compliancy will be verified. If one is
not Virtus compliant, YOU MAY NOT WORK/VOLUNTEER
WITH CHILDREN.

To see available Virtus training sessions please go to
Virtusonline.org click on First Time Registrant, Begin Reg-
istration Process also available is List of Sessions, select the
Cleveland Diocese. You MUST register to attend a session.

Blessing of a Christmas Manger or Nativity Scene

In its present form the custom of displaying figures depicting the birth of Jesus Christ owes its
origin to St. Francis of Assisi, who made the Christmas creche or manger for Christmas Eve of
1223.

The blessing of the Christmas manger or nativity scene may take place on the Vigil
of Christmas or at another suitable time.

When the manger is set up in the home, it is appropriate that it be blessed by a
parent or another family member.

All make the sign of the cross as the leader says:

Our help is in the name of the Lord.
R/. Who made heaven and earth.

One of those present or the leader reads a text of sacred Scripture, for example, Luke 2:1 (lines 1-
8) or Isaiah 7:10 (lines 10-15, the birth of Emmanuel).

Reader: The Gospel of the Lord.
R/. Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.
The leader prays with hands joined:

God of every nation and people,

from the very beginning of creation

you have made manifest your love:

when our need for a Savior was great

you sent your Son to be born of the Virgin Mary.
To our lives he brings joy and peace,

justice, mercy, and love.

Lord,

bless all who look upon this manger;

may it remind us of the humble birth of Jesus,
and raise our thoughts to him,

who is God-with-us and Savior of all,

and who lives and reigns forever and ever.
R/. Amen.
